Before you begin:

a) Inspect and test your kit prior to installinfyahy thing is not working, best to get it repladeiore taking
your headlights apart.

b) Pop open your hood.

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1b) Remove the rubber trim surrounding the top/sideof your headlight. You can easily undo the top 3 tabs
with your fingers by lifting the tabs from behinthe two tabs on side might be easier with a flaidh&crew
driver.

1c) Remove the lower painted headlight trimlf you have the cold weather package with the lhiglaid
washer like | do, it will be easier if you did n@move the entire trim. Start by unlatching thentftom the end
closest to the grill then the latch that is visifstem where the corner lamp was removed. To unlgtzhsimply
reach from behind and unhook it similar to how ymmoved the rubber trim. If you have the headlight
washer, you do not need to disconnect it, justidttrim piece out as far as you can. That shgivid you
enough clearance. If you do not have the headhigisher it's up to you if you want to remove it exiyi or just



tilt it out.

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Step 2) Mounting Angel Eyes Rings

2a) Mount the Angel Eye Ring to the DRL (flasher) eflector. At the top of the reflector is a lip. Simply slide
the alligator clip at the top of the Angel Eyesmtite top of the reflector lip. See image belowdoyper

spacing of the clips. You do not push both clipshed way in, only the inner clip (closest to gri pushed all
the way while the other clip (closest to the Bi-¥arprojector) has some spacing.

2c) (Optional) Remove the intake duct from the air box on the dxers side so you have additional room to
work.

2d) Remove the H7 bulb from (flasher) socket and @ the rubber boot back.Surrounding the H7 bulb
socket is a rubber boot. Peel back on the boot frentop to allow you to pass the Angel Eye witesugh.

2e) Feed the Angel Eye wires from the front (abovile reflector) to the back through the rubber boot.
First tape each pair of wires together so that wjeanpull them through you will know which pairwdhich.
Second, to aid in the process, a sturdy wire velplyou pull the wires through. Feed the sturdyewimrough
from the front to the back and through the boothapg Wrap the wire around the Angel Eye wires &ape it
down with electrical tape. Now pull it through fraime boot side. See pictures below.
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2f) (Optional, not recommended, skip to step \Make a small incision on the rubber boot with a srall
pocket knife. This will allow you to pass the wires through th@ot and also allow you to reinstall the boot
around the socket opening. Otherwise, you can awbse the boot around the wires.

3h) Connect the red wire from the relay to the posive (+) terminal found in the power terminal area.
(NOTE: If you have the OEM Navigation, make sureig completely turned off and not on before begingi
There is a chance that your navigation can beconathged if you pull the power when it is powered )on.

Note: The Accessories wire method is one of manysvwia wire the Angel Eyes. This method will alloauwto
have the Angel Eyes on all the time whenever théscainning. This is independent of whether your
headlights/parking lights are on or off. When yaotntoff your car, the Angel Eyes will stay on fofeav
seconds since there is still power through the ssmrées wire. This will not cause any power drasues as the
Angel Eyes do not draw a lot of power.

4a) Open the cover to the ECU box using &orx 25 bit to remove four Torx head screws(Note: Some
earlier cars might be HEX 27). Once the screwsemr®ved, tilt the cover up and pull out.

4b) Locate the red wire with white stripe and yellav/gold tracers. Install your blue wire tap using your
pliers. DO NOT cut any wires or yank on any wires.

4c) Route the red trigger wire into the ECU box andcconnect the end to the blue wire tapl. chose to lift
one of the rubber grommets and lay the red trigges under. You can fish it through the grommetati like
for a more professional look.

4d) Test the Angel Eyes by turning your ignition toposition 2. If your Angel Eyes light up then you are good
to go and you can begin cleaning up the loose ends.

4e) Reinstall the ECU box cover at this point if yor Angel Eyes are working ok.

5a) Tape the 2nd Trigger wire.If you are not using the second trigger wire (val@sest to relay), you should
tape it using electrical tape and tuck it away. Blalire to tape up the connector end so that indtoes
accidentally get in contact with the frame of tlag.c

5b) Zip tie the harness.Using zip ties, secure the harness down alondetider, etc. Make sure no wires come
in direct contact with the engine.

5¢) (Optional, assuming you made a slit on the rubbexdd from steps 2f/ggilicone the incision area on the
rubber boot where the Angel Eye wires were installd® This should prevent any moisture from possibly
getting into your headlights.

5d) With the lens still off the headlights, checkite Angel Eyes to make sure they are still alignechd in
the proper position.

5e) Reinstall your headlight inner bezel but DO NOTsnap on the upper outer cornerlf you snap it in
place it will push the Angel Eye ring too closeytaur projector housing and possibly interfere viita self
leveling adjustments. It will be fine to leave tloate corner loose.

5f) Reinstall your headlight lens and trim following the reverse procedures you following for removal.

5g) Using some wire loom, dress up the wires comirfigpm the back of the headlights, the wires from tle
ballast ballast to the harness, etc.

5h) If you did not mount the ballast boxes from stp 3j, mount them now.You do not want those boxes
bouncing around when you are driving. :-) | securgde directly on top of the headlight tucked unther
radiator support where you can not see it. Seeerbatpw.
